From our Nurse, Mrs. Nitti:

Recognizing Frostbite

Children playing in the snow are at risk if not properly protected. Redness of the skin can guickly
become frosthite. Anyone with the following symptoms should be seen in the Emergency Room.

& White or grayish-yellow skin

= Skin feels unusually firm or waxy

= Numbness
Get the child into a warm room. Walking on frostbitten feet or toes can increase damage. Immerse the
affected area in warm (not hot) water, or warm the area using body heat. For example, put frostbitten
fingers into the armpit. Do not rub the area. Do not use a heating pad or other appliances. Frosthitten
areas are numb and can easily burn.

Prevention is your hest defense. Waterproof boots, gloves, and pants are best for reducing the risk of
frostbite.

Reconocer Congelacion

Poner el nifio en un cuarto tibio. Pisar pies o dedos congelados puede aumentar dafio. Sumerja el area afectada en
tibio (no caliente) agua, o calente el area usando calor de cuerpo. Por ejemplo, ponga dedos congelados en el so-
baco. No friccionar el 4rea. No use una almohadilla de la calefaccion ni otros aparatos. Las areas congelados
estan enfumecidas y pueden quemar facilmente.

La prevencion es su mejor defensa. Impermeabilice botas, guantes, y pantalones son mejores para reducir el ri-
esgo de la congelacion. '
