As mentioned, the first day of school for the
2011-2012 school year will be Tuesday, Au-
gust 16, 2011. This is a full day of school
from 7:50 am—3:00 pm, with bus service
available. By starting earlier, students will
complete their first semester courses before
the winter break. Final exams will be
Wednesday and Thursday, December 21 and
22. Winter break will begin Friday, December
23 through Friday, January 6. When students
return on Monday, January 9, they will begin
the first day of the second semester. Stu-
dents who miss the first semester exams will
take the tests after the winter break. Stu-
dents will not be able to take final exams be-
fore the scheduled date.
